The President asked if there were any corrections or additions to the December 2016 meeting minutes; none being indicated the minutes were approved.
The Treasurer provided the financial statement for the end of the 2016 and reported that after bills and receipts had been reconciled, including a check to Marlene Hammond for the December meeting expenses, the club has a current balance of $3733.00. The club can expect to receive requests to support two upcoming Dxpeditions to Baker Island and 9M0X in the near future.

The President reported that he has consulted with counsel regarding the club’s tax filing status. There is now some question regarding the club’s EIN and if it is still valid.  
The last item discussed was the September Fowlfest meeting location. The club president plans to meet with the president of the PVRC to determine a new venue for the meeting. 
An issue of banking was addressed. The current bank continues to service our account with no fees however is it inconvenient for the Treasurer. Unfortunately however, it has recently become standard practice at many banks to charge fees for commercial accounts. The Treasurer will keep the current bank account active.
